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CONTENT OVERVIEW
This unit endeavors to provide stage three students an insight to the Indian Culture. Here students will become culturally enriched within the Indian culture through learning experiences of art, drama, dance and music.
Art:

Learning experiences will focus upon ‘Traditional Indian masks’. Here students will develop their knowledge of the significance and value of Traditional Indian masks upon the Indian culture. Students will learn about the purpose of these masks for Traditional Indian Classical Dance, Festivals, Religion and Traditional Indian Folklore. Students will focus upon analysing the presentation, features and expressions of the many different masks, and will develop ideas upon how different art concepts help create meaning and atmosphere. With inspiration of the Traditional Indian masks presented, the students are to create their own paper mache masks, using a number of art concepts, to develop their own mask’s expressions which give it a sense of atmosphere.
Drama:

Learning experiences will focus on developing the students’ knowledge upon Traditional Indian Tales. Students will engage in drama activities that reflect a chosen Traditional Indian Tale. Here students will be required to immerse themselves within the storyline of the chosen Traditional Indian Tale and re-enact chosen scenes. Students will focus upon developing their use of voice, sound effects, movement, space and simplistic costumes to help create meaning when performing. They will also take part in communicating opinions based upon the presented Traditional Indian Tale performances through an activity that requires the students to present a news report to the class.
Dance:

Learning experiences will focus upon developing the students’ knowledge of Traditional Indian Dance. Students will be required to watch and analyse the presented Traditional Indian Dances. This will provide students an insight to the purpose, cultural significance and value of Traditional Indian Dance. Here through viewing the presented Traditional Indian Dances, the students will also develop their knowledge of the ‘elements of dance’. With inspiration from the Traditional Indian Dances presented, the students will be required to engage in dance activities that will enhance and develop the students’ knowledge and ability to not only use  the ‘elements of dance’ to express themselves, but  to also use levels, non-locomotor and locomotor movements and pathways to effectively express themselves.
Music:

Learning experiences will focus upon developing the students’ knowledge of Traditional Indian Music. Students will focus upon the Traditional Indian music significance in association with Traditional Indian Folklore. Students will also listen to and learn about the traditional instruments used to create Traditional Indian Music in association with developing their understandings of musical concepts- duration, pitch, dynamics, tone colour and structure. The students will also be required to express themselves through music focusing upon percussion and beat activities.

	Specific Outcomes Related to Content (i.e. Purpose):

Recognises that views about artworks can change over time and are affected by different theories and beliefs.

Identifies some of the reasons why artworks are made.
Suggests how subject matter can mean different things in artworks and seeks to explain meanings by developing reasoned accounts that take into account such things as the artist, work, world and audience.

Uses different artistic concepts (e.g. colour, tone, light, scale, abstract), and explores how symbols may be used in their interpretation of selected subject matter.

	Sequence of Learning Experiences:

· Have students look at a range of Traditional Indian masks that are used for Traditional Indian folklore and classical dances using the above listed books.
· Have students note their shape, colour, size and features. Discuss the possible relevance for why they were created in this manner, here have students express the how the mask’s expression influences atmosphere.

· Present the above listed video to the students and discuss with the students the use and purpose of the masks. Have students note (through the use of individual brainstorms) how the masks are used to create meaning and how they signify and reflect the Indian culture. *
· Have students sketch and draw their own design for a Traditional mask.

· With inspiration from the Traditional Indian masks presented previously, have students create their own mask through the artform of paper mache. Have students focus on the features of the face and how the expression of the features will convey meaning and create atmosphere. Also emphasise the use of colour and additional features e.g. head dress and jewellery.
· Have students wear and present their created masks to the class. Have students explain their masks background information i.e. created mask character name, description of their personality and interests and lastly what made them famous and an icon. *

	Notes:

Identify the different colours, sizes, shapes and features of the masks.  Emphasise the exaggerated features and how the convey meaning and give atmosphere.
Develop students’ knowledge of relating the masks to Traditional Indian folklore, classical dance, festivals and religion.
Encourage students not to copy the displayed masks rather use them as an inspiration only. 
The making of the masks will be conducted over two lessons to allow for drying time.

The presentation of the masks gives students the opportunity to appreciate one another’s completed works.

	Specific Outcomes Related to Content (i.e. Purpose):

Devises drama in collaboration with others using scripted and unscripted materials as resources for drama performances.
Organises space, props, costumes, artifacts, sound effects and movement sequences to help define role, place and situation to interpret and convey meaning of the drama.

Devises, rehearses and acts in drama using voice and movement skills to convey meaning to an audience.

Forms and communicates opinions about a range of drama works created by themselves and others.


	Sequence of Learning Experiences:

· Have students as a class group choose one of the Indian tales from Shankar & Vyas, A. (1969) Treasury of Indian tales Book II. Together as a class group the teacher reads the chosen tale to the students and discusses the story line, main characters and if there were any hidden messages within the tale.
· Have students select their favourite scene from the chosen tale. Have the students form into groups of approximately 10 students, where each student group will re-enact their favourite scene. 

· Each group is required to practice their scene using sound effects, movement, space and simplistic costumes. The group may wish to use their masks that have been created in Art, to emphasise the existing story line or to create a different angle upon the existing story line. Each group will then present their piece to the remaining class groups.*
· The remaining two groups (audience) are called upon to reflect and evaluate the performing group. Here these groups will create a written report that will also be performed as a review on our local class news report program.
· All groups present their reviews to the class as a news report on our local class news program. *

	Notes:

Read the Indian tale with effective expression to help the students familiarise themselves with the characters and their role within the story line of the tale.
Also note to students that many Indian tales have a hidden message. Prompt children to identify the chosen tales hidden message.

Prompt children to implement all of the following elements within their piece sound effects, movement, space and lastly simplistic costumes.
Remind students to be supportive and thoughtful of one another…implementing positive and constructive comments.

Additional materials: created masks from art, scarves, rhythmic ribbon sticks or percussion sticks.

	Specific Outcomes Related to Content (i.e. Purpose):

Discusses personal response to different types of dance works from the perspective of composing, performing and as a viewer.
Identifies relationships between movement content and choreographic intent.

Improvises alone and with others to use the elements of dance related to movement ideas, e.g. selection from a range of ideas in the creation of a group dance.

Participates in safe dance practice using a range of appropriate technical exercises.

Performs with awareness of appropriate detail to refine the quality of physical performance.


	Sequence of Learning Experiences:
· Have the class group watch the video Bharati Films Dances of India. Discuss with the class group the elements of dance that appeared in the video. Focus upon the use of levels, non-locomotor and locomotor movements and how they have incorporated these movements into pathways that enable the dancers to use the space effectively.
· Discuss with the students the purpose and significance of Traditional Indian dances. More specifically how it reflects the Indian culture, folklore and how it used for festivals and religious events. 

· Have students form groups of approximately 5 students per group. Students in their group are required to explore and express their interpretation of Traditional Indian dance movements to complement the Traditional Indian music being played: HMV. (1965). Instrument duet Ravi Shankar/ sitar Ali Akbar Khan/ sarod. Students can explore and express their interpretation of Traditional Indian dance using additional materials such as their created masks from art, scarves, rhythmic ribbon sticks or percussion sticks.
· With the previous development of exploring Traditional Indian dance have students form into groups of 5 to create a dance piece using the elements of dance. Students are required to display levels, non-locomotor and locomotor movements and pathways to effectively use the provided space. Have students practice and rehearse their dance and perform their complete piece to the class. *
· Have students ‘think, pair and share’ their dance experience, both as creative and active participants and as members of a dance audience. *

	Notes:

Have ‘dance element’ handout for all students to follow.
Rotate around each group assisting where possible.
Remind students to be supportive and thoughtful of one another…implementing positive and constructive comments.

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	Have students create one-beat rhythm cards and experiment organising sound singly and in combinations. This can be conducted through the use of body percussion or by using clapping sticks.

Have students listen to HMV. (1965).  Instrument duet Ravi Shankar/ sitar Ali Akbar Khan/ sarod. Discuss the key instruments used within the piece of music and how they reflect the musical concepts. In particular focus upon the effectiveness of the percussion instruments.

Have students in small groups to create their own sets of one-beat rhythm cards to create their own 16-beat grid. *
Each group then can implement their 16-beat grid, to accompany the music from HMV Instrument duet Ravi Shankar/ sitar Ali Akbar Khan/ sarod. *
Have students form groups of approximately 5 students per group. Each group is required to select one of the folk tales from Aggarwala, N.K. (1984) Folk tales of India. Each group is required to retell the tale using tuned  and untuned percussion, body percussion, voice and classroom items.*
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	Ensure students are exposed to all of the musical concepts that appear in this piece of music to help the students gain an understanding of the musical concepts.

Emphasise the use of percussion instruments as the following activities are based upon percussion.
Allow students to practice their 16-beat grid before presenting it in association with the music HMV Instrument duet Ravi Shankar/ sitar Ali Akbar Khan/ sarod. 
Allow students appropriate time to practice their piece before presenting.
