Arrival time

After collecting academic dress, graduates are required to make their way to the
graduate entrance of the ceremony (Level 2, Door 1) 1 hour prior to the
commencement of the ceremony.

Graduates will be seated in the theatre at that time for their compulsory ceremony
briefing.

Duration of the ceremony
The duration of the ceremony will be approximately 2 hours. Out of respect for your
fellow graduates, we request that you stay for the duration of the ceremony.

Seating
Please note, graduates will be seated separately to their family/friends inside the
ceremony.

Cost

The total direct cost of attending your graduation ceremony is $124. This includes a
$50 ceremony contribution fee plus $74 for academic dress hire. More information
about academic dress hire can be found later in this booklet.

What to wear

Smart casual wear is the minimum standard for graduates and their guests. For
example, shorts, t-shirts, thongs, joggers and other casual clothing are not considered
appropriate.

Graduates are most welcome to wear traditional dress at their ceremony.

Children under
two are welcome with prams to be left outside the theatre at the information
desk located on the ground floor.

the ceremony.

e The theatre will open for guest seating 25 minutes prior to the commencement
of the ceremony.

GETTING TO THE VENUE

Public transport

Ferry: Cruise into Darling Harbour on a ferry with direct services from Circular
Quay, King Street Wharf or Pyrmont Bay Wharf. Captain Cook Cruises
operates services between Darling Harbour Convention Wharf, Barangaroo
King Street Wharf No.1 and Circular Quay.

Light rail: The light rail travels right through a number of Darling Harbour stations
including ICC Sydney’s stops, Convention Centre and Exhibition Centre.
The light rail starts at Central Station in the CBD and travels to Dulwich Hill
in the inner west.

Train: A short walk from Central or Town Hall stations will take you directly to
Darling Quarter, Tumbalong Park and Sydney Visitor Centre. Town Hall and
Central Stations are a 10-minute walk from ICC Sydney.

Bus: ICC Sydney has its own bus stop. Bus routes 389 and 501 stop at Harris
Street near Allen Street - a 10-minute walk from ICC Sydney.

Undercover car spaces are available at the International Convention Centre Sydney.
